Assignment 1: Playing with Text
Directions:
Create and save a new HTML document in NotePad named text.htm
Remember all the basic tags for creating a new HTML document and enter them onto your Notepad screen:

<title></title>

</head>

<body>

</body>

</html>
Within the <title></title> tags, key the following: Student Name’s Text Page, replacing “Student Name” with your name.  Between the <body> </body> tags, type the following:

<b><center><h1>Playing with Text</h1></center></b>
All other text should be typed between the <body> </body> tags.

Part I: Types of  Lists
An unordered lit is a list of items with bullets before each list item.  To create an unordered list, follow these directions:

a.  Enter two <p> tags after the title to create a quadruple space

b.  Key the following:

<b><h2>Types of Lists</h2></b>
b.  Key the words My Family

c.  To begin your list, enter the unordered list tag <ul>


d.  Enter one list tag <li> for each member of your family, followed by their first names.


e.  End the list with the close unordered list tag </ul>

An ordered list is a list of items with numbers before each item instead of bullets.  To create an ordered list, follow these directions:

a.  Enter a <p> tag after the last line of your unordered list to create a double space

b.  Key the words My Friends

c.  To begin your list, enter the unordered list tag <ol>


d.  Enter five list tags <li>, each followed by the name of a friend.


e.  End the list with the close unordered list tag </ol> 

Save the document.  Open your file in Internet Explorer and check your work.

Type in two <br> tags after the last line of code, and then create a list with Roman numerals using the following code:
<h2>Colors of the Rainbow</h2>

<ol type="i">

<li>Red

<li>Orange

<li>Green

<li>Blue

<li>Violet

</ol>
The following list will show how you can start a list at a particular number or with letters or with different bullets.  Add the following code to the bottom of the preceding code:

<h2>More Lists</h2>

<ol start="3">

<li>Third Period

<li>Fourth Period

<li>Fifth Period

</ol>

<ol type="a">

<li>Saturday

<li>Sunday

<li>Monday

</ol>

<ul type="square">

<li>First Item

<li>Second Item

<li>Third Item

</ul>
The last kind of list you will create is called a definition list.  This is a double-leveled type of list.  Enter the following code after the preceding code:

<h2>Definitions of Selected Law Terms</h2>

<dl>

<dt>felony

<dd>a major crime punishable by imprisonment for a term exceeding one year, or death.  Examples are murder, manslaughter, burglary, robbery, and arson.

<dt>misdemeanor

<dd>a less serious crime with a less severe penalty.  Examples are driving without a license, lying about age, and leaving the scene of an accident.

<dt>defendant

<dd>a person who is accused of a tort or crime

<dt>plaintiff

<dd>the person who accuses another person of a tort or crime
