Assignment 5: Links
Directions:  In this lesson, you will be working with internal links, or links within the same document.   Follow the directions below to create your page:
Open NotePad and create a new HTML document titled links.htm.  Remember to insert all structural tags as needed.  Use your <title> tags to title the document Your Name’s Links Page.  You will now create an internal link for your users so they can go quickly back to the top of the document.

Add the following content after your <body> tag:

After this code, type the following explanation for your page:

Insert a paragraph break, then create an unordered list, followed by a paragraph tag and a horizontal rule.  To do this, enter the following code:
